Permits

(Building, Electrical, Plumbing, Mechanical) are required for all construction (new building, remodeling, furnaces,
water heaters, etc.) New homes on agricultural property need a Special Use Permit from the Planning Commission.
All AG buildings need a Zoning Compliance Permit. Permit applications and questions contact Professional Code
Inspections (PCl) at 1-616-877-2000. If you remove a structure, notify the assessor.

Reminder: All new construction (as well as demolitions and finishing basements) requires a building permit.
Applications for Building Permits go to Professional Code Inspectors (PCl). Phone number is 1-616-877-2000.
